Article (9): The meetings of the / ordinary assembly shall be held at least
once a year upon the invitation of the president of the assembly /,

.C- Any urgent matters or interests of the association

.a- The founders take their decisions at the ordinary meeting

B- The founders take their decisions in the extraordinary meeting by an
.absolute majority of the number of the founding members

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The association shall have a board of trustees to manage its activities and
conduct its affairs, and it consists of (50) persons appointed by the

.founders, and the president may be among them or others

Article (11): The Board of Trustees shall exercise the following duties and

A- The Board of Trustees meets periodically at a written invitation from its
chairman or his representative during his absence, at least once
.every three months

B- It is not permissible for a member of the Board of Trustees to fail to attend
the meetings of the Board without an acceptable excuse presented
at least twenty-four hours before the date of the meeting, and every
member who fails to attend three consecutive meetings without an
acceptable excuse is considered dismissed from the membership of

.the Board

C- It is not permissible for a member of the Board of Trustees to delegate
another member to represent him in attending the meetings of the

.Board, nor to vote on his behalf
:Article (14)

A- A member of the Board of Trustees may not participate in any
deliberations in voting on any issues if he or any of his relatives up

.to the fourth degree has a personal or material interest

B- It is forbidden to combine membership in the Board of Trustees and work
in the Ministry and other public bodies that supervise, direct, or
control the organization or its financing unless approval is issued by
the Ministry for reasons necessitated by the public interest. It is
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higher than those who actually practice administrative work in these
.areas

:Article (15)

The council’s meetings are chaired by the council president or his
representative, and its meetings are valid in the presence of the
absolute majority, and its decisions are enforceable by the majority

.of the votes of those present

:Article (16)

The Board of Trustees may appoint an executive director of the organization
from among its members or from others, and the internal regulation

.defines his duties and powers

Acrticle (20): The financial resources of the association shall consist of the
:following

The capital of the association contributed by the founders is (one million -1
.riyals)

Revenues from managing its surplus funds in a manner that does not -2
.conflict with the law and the laws in force

.The proceeds of the media activities carried out by the association -3

Wills, aids, subsidies, donations and unconditional gifts, whether from -4

government agencies or bodies and organizations, in a manner that
does not conflict with the provisions of the law and its executive

.regulations and the laws in force and this system

(financial system)
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:Article (21)
The financial year of the association begins on the first day of January of -1

each year and ends on the 31st day of December of the same year,
except for the year of foundation, where the financial year begins
from the date of the announcement of the center and ends on the

.31st day of December of the following financial year

The funds of the association shall be deposited in one or more accounts in -2
the name of the association with the approved banks and banks in
.the Republic

The association has a financial liability independent of the liability of the -3

founders, and the association’s funds are its own property, and it
may not be disposed of except for the purposes and objectives for
which it was established, and the ownership of any of the
association’s fixed or movable assets may not be transferred to the

.founders’ ownership

The association’s accounts are audited by an independent and certified -4

chartered accountant, and the audit is done within a period not
exceeding three months from the end of the financial year defined

.in paragraph (1) of Article (21) of this bylaw

Avrticle 22: The association may practice the commercial and economic
activities that are legally permitted in the cases specified in

.paragraph (2) of Article 39 of the law

(Chapter Three)
(merging and dissolving)
(Chapter One - Merging)

:Article (23)

A- By a decision of the founders, the association may be merged into another
association similar to it or similar in purposes, and a decision must
be issued by two thirds of the founders at the extraordinary

.meeting

B - The founders’ decisions to merge the association/into another association
shall not be effective until the ministry or the ministry’s office
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ascertains the integrity of the merger procedures and registration
.and publicity of the new association

C- Merger decisions are considered contracts under which the rights,
obligations and assets of the association before the merger are

.transferred to the new association

(Chapter Two - The Solution)
:Article (24)

A- By a decision of the founders, the association may be dissolved and
liquidated in an extraordinary meeting, provided that the decision
includes the appointment of the liquidator and the determination of

.their fees and the period of liquidation

b- In the event that the founders do not agree on the appointment of the
liquidator, the competent court shall appoint them and determine

.their fees and the period of liquidation

Article (25): The dissolution of the association must be registered and
publicized in the same manner in which it was registered and

.publicized

Article (26): The personality of the association remains under liquidation
during the period necessary for liquidation and for the purpose of

Jliquidation only

Article (27): The founders, the board of trustees, the control committee, and
all employees of the association must not put obstacles in the way

.of liquidation, and they must not continue the activity of the center
:Article (28)
The liguidators have to publish the result of their selection, and they have -1

to register and notify the liquidation of the organization after its
Jliquidation

Liquidators shall draw up the inventory list in cooperation with the -2
.Chairman and members of the Board of Trustees

.Liquidators may not continue the activity of the association -3
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The liquidators shall limit the debts of the association owed by third —4
parties or the center, and pay the debts owed by it and carry out all
.the work required for liquidation

Liquidators may not relinquish or sell the association’s funds and assets —5

except within the limits necessary to fulfill its debts in the event
that there 1s no liquidity in the organization’s treasury or its account

.In banks

The liquidators must provide the founders and the board of trustees with -6
all the information and data they request about the liquidation
.Situation

The liquidators shall, upon the completion of the liquidation work, submit -7

.the final report, including the financial positions of the association

Article (29): In the decision to dissolve and liquidate the association, the
founders shall specify the manner in which the remaining funds and
property of the association shall be disposed of, provided that the
funds and property obtained by the association through donation
and donations shall be transferred to an organization similar to it or

.similar for its purposes

(Chapter 1V)
(final provisions)

Article (30): The association is obligated to inform the ministry or the
ministry office about any change in its basic data and any change or

.amendment in the board of trustees

Article (31): The bylaw and the bylaws necessary to implement this system
are prepared by the board of trustees within a maximum period of
three months and submitted to the founders at the nearest meeting
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for approval, and provide the ministry or the ministry’s office with
.a copy of that

Avrticle 32: This system may be amended with the approval of the founders,
and these amendments shall not become effective until after the

.approval of the Ministry or the Ministry's office

Article (33): The association is not allowed to engage in any partisan
activities, to engage in electoral propaganda, or to use all or part of

.its funds for this purpose

Article (34): The association is bound by the provisions of Articles (23,19) of
the law, which are related to the non-practice of partisan activities
and electoral propaganda, as well as the rules for receiving internal

.and external aid

Avrticle (35): In the event that the association carries out any business or
activities outside the objectives for which it was established, it

.bears legal responsibility and accountability

Article (36): In the event of establishing a center or establishing activities
related to the competencies of other government agencies, the text
of Article (6) of the Executive Regulations No. (129) of 2004 of the

.Law shall be implemented

Acrticle (37): Where there is no provision in this system, the provisions of the
Law of Associations and NGOs No. 1 of 2001, its executive

.regulations and the laws in force shall be enforced

Acrticle (38): This system shall come into force from the date of its approval
by the founders, in their constituent meeting, and after the

.association is registered and announced by the Ministry
